MEMBERSHIP 

 
Please note that couples living together are considered as two Regular Members and membership, including 
application fee, dues, and capital account assessment, is required of both. Children under 19 years of age are 
included with the adult membership. See Junior Membership below for children ages 19 through 25 years of age. 
 
Regular Membership Application Fee (non-refundable) $200 per person 
 
Capital Account Assessment    $500 per person 
½ due upon acceptance, ½ due within 6 months of acceptance 
 
Dues – Regular Member  (established annually by Board) $125 per person (2007 rate) 
due upon acceptance 
             
Mortgage Assessment     $221 per person 
All members are assessed an annual amount of $221 per member for the mortgage.  One-half the annual amount is 
billed with the dues notice on February 1 of each year, and one-half on October 1 of each year.  A new member’s 
obligation will start on the next scheduled billing date.  Members have 45 days to pay this amount.   
 
Family Option      additional $50 
A member’s close relatives who may be visiting for a short period of time from outside the immediate area may use 
the facilities under the Family Option. 
 
Junior Membership 
For those children of Regular Members who are ages 19-25 and who use the Club facilities on a regular basis.  No 
application fee, no Capital Fund Assessment, no Mortgage Payment.  Dues are ½ the annual rate of a Regular 
Member.  Junior Members do not have a vote. 
 
Dinghy Fee      $30.00/dinghy per season 
Dinghies 10 feet long or less may be kept upside down on the four southernmost floats.  Boats between 10 and 12 
feet may be kept in the water behind the southernmost floats.  Boats over 12 feet may not be kept on the floats. 
 
Kayak Storage Fee     $20.00/kayak per season 
Members may store their kayaks on the Abbot Fletcher Sailing School boat racks during the season.  
 
Mooring Fee 
The Town of Harpswell collects the following fee from those persons who have moorings in the anchorage:

Waiting List 
The Orr’s-Bailey Yacht Club has a membership limit of 250 members.  When the membership limit is reached, the 
Membership Committee maintains a waiting list of candidates who have successfully completed the application 
process.  Candidates will be offered membership on a first-come basis, except that applications from adult children 
or siblings of current members shall be placed at the top of the waiting list. 
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
